In the Liturgy of the Church —Helen Ackermann 

The time has come when we can celebrate even though 
we might not understand all that has happened. We have 
come to know the meaning of death, but do we under-
stand the Resurrection?  And yet, we believe because of 
what we hear proclaimed. We might ask ourselves if the 
disciples understood what had happened.  We hear from 
the community of John that “they did not yet understand 
the Scripture that he had to rise from the dead.”  To bring 
to completeness, the resurrection is necessary.  The resur-
rection makes complete the Incarnation, God entering the 
world through His Son, Jesus Christ becoming one with us 
in his humanity.  Believing in Jesus, both human and     
divine, only the resurrection can bring us to the fullness of 
the mystery.   
 

What does this great event mean for us?  As believers in 
Jesus Christ, we know that we do not need to fear death 
because we too will rise in the mystery of the resurrection.  
Hanging on the cross, Jesus, proclaimed, “It is finished.”  
Bowing his head he gave up his spirit. At the end of our 
lives we will also give up life in bodily form and instead 
enter into a new life.  We might not understand this great 
mystery but we can join Mary of Magdala and the others 
as they come to believe that the Lord was no longer in the 
tomb.  He had risen.  For this we give thanks and praise.  
We need not understand everything, we only need to  
believe and give thanks.
